TEMPORARY FOREIGN WORKERS
WHEREAS:  The Minister of Citizenship and Immigration (CIC) has recently steam-lined the Temporary Foreign Workers Program to expedite applications and approvals; and,

WHEREAS:  Service Canada and CIC do not monitor or enforce claims made by applicants for guest workers; and

WHEREAS:  There is little or no information provided (available in one’s native language) to guest workers upon their arrival in Canada regarding their rights to labour code, employment standards, safety and human rights protections; now

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:  That the federal government immediately convene a Royal Commission to investigate the exploitation of migrant and temporary foreign workers; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:  That the federal government ratify the International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families (1990) and that the federal government review and ensure compliance with commitments to the Universal Declaration on Human Rights and ratified conventions of the International Labour Organization.
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
