FOREIGN WORKERS
WHEREAS
Foreign workers are being exploited by employers on construction 

projects in BC; and
WHEREAS
This is a major issue facing the BCYT-BCTC and its affiliates; and
WHEREAS
Construction clients, employers and government intend to expand efforts

to import foreign workers to BC; and
WHEREAS
A coordinated nation-wide effort is necessary by the BCYT-BCTC, other

Provincial Building Trades bodies, BC Fed, CLC and International Unions, to

effectively deal with this issue.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED


That the BCYT-BCTC adopt the following policy:
1.
Support for Canadian jobs and the skilling-up of Canadians.
2.
If foreign workers are required, a proper process must be in place,
fully monitored and enforced by Citizenship and Immigration Canada.

3.
Support fair competition for all tendering contractors.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED

That the BCYT-BCTC contact other labour and community organizations and actively participate in ending the exploitation, and in representing the interests of foreign workers and members of affiliate Unions.
