WHEREAS
Work in the construction industry in the province of British Columbia has


reached record levels which creates temporary pockets of worker


shortages; and
WHEREAS
Willing skilled Canadian tradespeople are unemployed in other regions of


the country, their movement to British Columbia to fill these temporary


shortages is restricted by the high cost of travel and living out in British


Columbia while supporting their families at home; and
WHEREAS
The government of Canada would rather allow the use of Temporary


Foreign Workers than develop alternate funding options for those


Canadian tradespeople who would temporarily relocate to British


Columbia for work except for the high cost of travel and living out; now
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED


That the BCYT-BCTC, on behalf of its affiliates, send a letter to the President of the Canadian Building Trades requesting the development and coordination of a National Strategic Plan to deal with the Temporary Foreign Worker issue and the education of the Canadian public on the matter.
