MINIMUM WAGE, $10 NOW CAMPAIGN
WHEREAS
The Campbell government has not increased the provincial minimum wage since 2001; and
WHEREAS
The current $8 per hour rate leaves tens of thousands of workers living below poverty level; and
WHEREAS
The number of people working for the minimum wage in BC is increasing, which is a concrete sign of the prosperity gap under the BC Liberals; and
WHEREAS
Close to 250,000 BC workers will benefit from a pay boost if the minimum wage is immediately increased to $10 per hour; now
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED

That the BCYT-BCTC, calls on the Campbell government to:
· Immediately increase the provincial minimum wage to $10 per hour and eliminate the so-called $6 training wage;

· Implement a further boost to $11 per hour one year later; and

· Then establish an indexing formula so that workers making the minimum can be assured of annual pay increases.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED
That the BCYT-BCTC endorse and actively support the BC Federation of Labour’s $10 NOW campaign to win a wage increase for BC’s lowest paid workers.
