That the BCYT-BCTC review its Constitution to determine language necessary to allow BCYT-BCTC to negotiate Project Agreements.
AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED
That the BCYT-BCTC bring forward a resolution at its 39th Annual Convention, with changes or amendments to its Constitution enabling the BCYT-BCTC to negotiate Project Agreements on behalf of the affiliates.
AND BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED

In the meantime, that the BCYT-BCTC seek out Project Agreement opportunities, and encourage affiliates to negotiate such Agreements in B.C.
