WALL-TO-WALL AGREEMENTS
WHEREAS
The affiliates of the BCYT-BCTC are craft-based construction unions; and
WHEREAS
There are affiliates of the BCYT-BCTC that have recently organized

construction contractors and signed these contractors on a wall-to-wall 

basis; and
WHEREAS
These wall-to-wall construction Agreements have created dissension and 

instability within the BCYT-BCTC, and have directly or indirectly lead to 

both the Plumber and Boilermaker Unions to suspend paying per capita to

the BCYT-BCTC; and
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED

That the BCYT-BCTC encourage the practice of affiliates organizing and signing construction contractors on a Poly Party basis.
AND BE IT RESOLVED

That the BCYT-BCTC, if requested, moderate meetings between affiliates who have signed wall-to-wall Agreements, and those affiliates affected by them, to try and establish mutually satisfactory Protocol Agreements.
AND BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED

That the affiliates of the BCYT-BCTC in conjunction with non affiliated Building Trade Unions meet and put a comprehensive organizing program in place for Poly Party organizing.  Such plan shall include financing and human resources to achieve the results necessary in order to regain market share.
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
